You are invited to participate in the second ‘ EYE GO GAME SPOTTING” (EGGS ) fun event! 

EGGS is a fun way to raise awareness and funds to support the LUMO Community Wildlife Sanctuary and its keepers the LUMO Taita community. 

The Sanctuary, an amazing 125,000 acres area set aside by the community to conserve a vital part of the Tsavo eco system, is located between West Tsavo’s Maktau/Lake Jipe area and the Taita game sanctuary.

EGGS is inviting a wide spectrum of Kenyans and their families to come to this fantastic, yet little known, part of Tsavo. While learning about the rich diversity of Flora and Fauna of the area, entrants will be putting something back into a community that can ill-afford to give up sparse grazing, yet has done so, to the national benefit. The competition will be held on the 21nd-  22nd of October. We anticipate (as Thursday the 20th is a public holiday) competitors and their friends will arrive on Thursday, familiarise themselves with the sanctuary ready to start the competition at dawn on the Friday.

How EGGS will work?

You  enter a car with between 2 and 7 entrants in your team at a fee of  Ksh 35,000/= per vehicle. We hope that you will be able to raise extra funds through sponsorship from friends and corporations. A checklist of animals, birds and trees found within the sanctuary and will be issued and teams will have 30 hours from dawn Friday to noon Saturday, to find and photographically record as many items on the list as possible. The more difficult the challenge, the greater its value. For example a Leopard is worth 100 points a lion 70 and a Kongoni 5

Players will be accommodated in the EGGS camp site near the Lumo gate.  We are restricting entries to the first 50 cars, though there is nothing to stop friends and families coming to enjoy the sanctuary and camp atmosphere. 

On Saturday a curry lunch will be served while officials record the data. This will be followed by prize giving, a grand raffle draw and a disco in the evening. Prizes will be awarded in various categories such as most points accumulated, veterans’ prize, youngsters, ladies, and the team that raised the most funds for the community best photograph etc.

The EGGS event will also raise money through; a raffle, 10% take on bar and catering facilities and different levels of corporate involvement.  For more information on corporate involvement, including team building entries, display and outlets packages etc please contact us.

Funds will be used in three broad categories 1. Equipment for the new Mwatate branch of the Kwale District Eye Centre to reduce the devastating impact of blindness. 2. Direct aid to the sanctuary, ie equipment for fire breaks; 3.  To aid the shareholders of the community, ie bursaries;
We ask you to participate in this unique event and be amongst the first to appreciate what sacrifices the community has made in order to conserve such an important part of our National Heritage.
